Subject: Freight Invoicing Clarification

Dear Valued Supplier,

International Automotive Components (IAC) uses Cass Bank to audit and process freight invoices. Part of
Cass’ process is to match the Supplier Bill of Lading to the respective trucking company’s freight invoice.
In many instances, suppliers to IAC are using the incorrect name and/or location when preparing billing
documentation. The most common error detected by Cass is that many suppliers are still referencing
either “Lear Corporation” or “Collins & Aikman (C&A)” and not IAC on their respective Bills of Lading.
Carrier invoices that reflect this inconsistency require additional resources (from both IAC and Cass) to
correct. These inconsistencies ultimately result in a slowing of payment to the carriers.

As previously communicated in both Supplier Bulletins and updated Purchase Orders to the entire IAC
supply base, IAC North America was created on April 1%, 2007 and is the culmination of Lear’s former
Interiors Division and C&A'’s former Soft Trim Operations. All of these manufacturing and assembly
facilities are strictly IAC locations and any paperwork associated with them should make no reference to
Lear Corporation or Collins & Aikman (C&A).

Attached is a list of all active IAC locations. IAC appreciates and expects our suppliers to ensure their
paperwork reflects the correct name and location of those sites they interact with.
